An additional late booking cost of
£1 will be applied to bookings for
lunches as well as clubs from
September. Midnight the day
before is the cut off for bookings.

Two year olds now receive their first
15 hours free* and from September
this offer is also for 9 month old
babies. Most parents in the pre-
school room are entitled to 30 hours
of free childcare. From September,
our rates for additional hours have
slightly increased for the 2 year old
room to £6.50 /hr and the baby
room will be £7.50 /hr. The price for
the 3 year old room will stay at £5
per hour. The difference in rates is
linked to the ratio of adults needed
for each age of children. Nursery
still has a few places available in
pre-school.
