The triathlon is for junior pupils only. Years 3–4 will participate on Tuesday 
afternoon, and Years 5–6 on Wednesday. Please note that there will be no 
school swimming lessons this week due to the triathlon and a life-saving 
course taking place on Thursday. 

Details for the Y4 Camp night have been sent separately – just for Y4 parents. 

A brief meeting about the London trip will take place on Tuesday 2nd June, 3.30–
4pm in the dining room, to cover final details including drop-off and pick-up.
